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pH Worksheet
pH testing will give us an assessment of your acidity. You can get the pH strips (litmus paper) at some health food stores,
Durable Medical Goods/Equipment stores, or pharmacies; (call first to make sure they have it). You can also get it online.
Check both at least 3x/day for 3 days. Bring this log to your follow-up appointment.
SALIVA: Swallow first (get rid of acidic bacteria). Don't test right after eating/drinking: Check saliva 1 hour before or 2
hours after meals. Ideal is about 6.4.
URINE: Ideally, let some urine flow first. Urine is more affected by food. Test urine first thing in the am (more acidic in
am) and between meals. Note the food you have eating. Ideal is about 4.6 — 6.5
